
INDIVIDUAL CHOICE AND SUPPORT AGENCIES

Wirral Independent Living & Learning (W.I.L.L.) aims to support people in their own homes and, where possible, to help co-ordinate housing agencies in order to provide people with learning disabilities, based on the Wirral, with their own homes.

In a situation where individuals are sharing a house and W.I.L.L. is supporting all people living there, it is quite acceptable that one or all of those people are able to choose to be supported by another agency if they so wish.

In the process of helping people approach housing agencies and ultimately move into their own home, W.I.L.L. accepts that its own support service may not be the preferred or most appropriate choice when considering how best to support an individual.  If an individual has chosen which agency they wish to support them, W.I.L.L. will support that person in making that decision.
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
