
THE TARGETING POLICY FOR WIRRAL INDEPENDENT LIVING & LEARNING

Wirral Independent Living & Learning (W.I.L.L.) recognises the responsibility of Social Services to target their resources on those people with greatest need.  Therefore, mindful of the reasons why it was originally set up, W.I.L.L. will seek to offer support using the following criteria.

All individuals must: 

a)
Be adult people over the age of 18 and have a learning disability.

b)
Need some support to live independently of parents or current carers.

c)
Choose to be supported by W.I.L.L.

In addition, priority will be given to applications in the following order: 

1.
People from the Wirral currently being supported by parents who are finding it

difficult to cope, for whatever reason.

2.
People from the Wirral living at home with their parents.

3.
People from the Wirral who live away at residential special school or college.

4.
People from the Wirral who need to move to permanent accommodation.

5.
People who currently live on the Wirral but whose parents, or family, live out of the Borough.
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
